This trailride is to honor all our soldiers who courageously defend this country to
keep us all safe. 100% of the proceeds from this benefit ride will go to the Ft. Sam Houston Fisher House.
What is Fisher House and why is it such an important cause? The Ft. Sam Fisher House houses the families of the
soldiers who have been badly injured in Irag and are facing months of intensive medical care and treatment at Intrepid
House (Center For The Intrepid) before being well enough to go home. These soldiers often are multiple amputees,
severe burn victims, etc. One of the most important steps in their recovery is to have the support of loved ones close
by. Fisher House provides housing for these soldiers’ families much like Ronald McDonald House helps the civilian
community.
Most are unaware that Fisher House even exists - let alone the major importance it offers to our wounded heroes. But,
Fisher House exists thanks to contributions from the public and sponsors like you. Fisher House receives no type of
government funding - even though it is located on a military installation. Fisher House is only able to support itself by
raising money through the civilian world. Do you realize just how important a child’s loving innocence can be in his/her
Dad'’s recovery? It would be such a shame to not be able to continue with such a worthy cause.
STAB asking all of its horse-riding friends to come grill with us, smile with us, and ride with us at the Hill Country State
Natural Area in Bandera, TX from April 4- 6, 2008. This national state park already has horse trails mapped out with a
measured distance. As we ride the trails, we will al log our miles. When the weekend is over, all the horses’ miles will
be added together. We are asking sponsors/donors to either donate so much per mile (25 horses rode 5 miles a
piece. At $.25 per mile, your donation would be $31.25) ...or donate just a 1-time amount.
The Ft. Sam Houston Fisher House complex must raise over $800,000 annually to keep its doors open and fully
functioning. The expenses start with the little things such as towels and bed linens, grow to the bigger things such as
maintenance of the air conditioning, and continue through to needs for expansion and updating the old.
